The Editor will decide on the time of publication, and will retain the right to modify the style of contributions; major changes will be agreed with the author(s). 

Author(s) will be sent the final version of their paper for checking before it is published on www.NurseAuthorEditor.com.
Article Preparation

Articles should be between 1000 and 1500 words long and be written in plain English so that they are reader-friendly for global readers.  The content of articles should be of interest to readers worldwide, rather than being relevant to one particular country.

A maximum of 10 references will normally be sufficient, and these should be presented using the Harvard system.  There should be a maximum of 3 tables and/or figures.
Please refer to the referencing guidelines and information on tables/figures in the Journal of Advanced Nursing author guidelines.
